And congregational leaders - Jews, Arabs and others
from across the region - have been meeting to pray, praise and
affirm God’s purposes for the nations saying: “Blessed is Egypt
My people, and Assyria the work of My hands, and Israel My
inheritance” (Is. 19:24-25). May the Church in Scotland also
receive the double blessing of the “one new man in Christ” in
these last days.”
