2.3 One Olive Tree with two types of branches

Romans 11:17-18  If some of the branches have been broken off, and you, though a wild olive shoot, have been grafted in among the others and now share in the nourishing sap from the olive root, do not boast over those branches. 			

Romans 11:24  For if you were cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature, and were grafted contrary to nature into a cultivated olive tree, how much more will these, who are natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree?      		

2.4 One Root – Jesus

Romans 11:16  If the root is holy, so are the branches … 				

Revelation 22:16  I am the Root and the Offspring of David   				

Romans 15:12    Isaiah says, "The Root of Jesse will spring up, one who will arise to rule over the nations; the Gentiles will hope in him."

2.7 One Ecclesia – Jew and Gentile – “Called-out ones”.

For the Jew:  Isaiah 43:1 But now, thus says the LORD, who created you, O Jacob, And He who formed you, O Israel: "Fear not, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by your name; You are Mine.                                    							 


For the Gentiles: Romans 1:5-6  Through him and for his name's sake, we received  grace and apostleship to call people from among all  the Gentiles to the obedience that comes from faith.  And you also are among those who are called to belong to Jesus Christ.   

And in the Millennium

Isaiah 56:6-8  And foreigners who bind themselves to the LORD to serve him, to love the name of the LORD, and to worship him, all who keep the Sabbath without desecrating it and who hold fast to my covenant - these I will bring to my holy mountain and give them joy in my house of prayer. Their burnt offerings and sacrifices will be accepted on my altar; for my house will be called a house of prayer for all nations.

North of the City - Not on the Temple Mount !!

Ezekiel 40:2-3 In visions of God he took me to the land of Israel and set me on a very high mountain, on whose south side were some buildings that looked like a city.  
                    
4. The Final Battle and the Geological Changes
